Ofsted Inspection September 2009 
A copy of the report is enclosed.  The inspection was carried out under a new schedule introduced in 
September 2009 which is generally felt to be tougher than the previous one, so an overall judgement 
of Good with elements of Outstanding is very pleasing.  We are particularly delighted that the 
inspector judged as outstanding both the school’s effectiveness of care, guidance and support; and 
the effectiveness of the school’s ‘engagement with parents’.  These are both areas of great 
importance to us and it is reassuring to know that we are judged to be doing well.   
The three areas for improvement are already identified by the school and Governors and Staff will be 
looking at them further over the coming months. 
The inspector has written to the children as well.  I will talk through the letter with them at Golden 
Assembly today and a copy is also enclosed for you to read with them.
